Did you grow up saying this table
prayer or some other similar
prayer before a meal? This is the
unspoken “liturgy” of visiting my
parents’ house still today: we sit
down, we’re all quiet, then we all
launch into this prayer aloud
together before serving and
eating the food. If you’ve ever
visited my parents’ house for a
meal, you know that this is what
you do. | am sure that my
parents pray this prayer together
even when no one else is there.
At our house, we have expanded
our mealtime prayer to include
silent prayer (which often
becomes a competition between
our two kids for who can be quiet
the longest), a volunteer praying
from their heart, and a variety of
camp prayers like the Superman
and Jaws prayers (if you know,
you know).

Taking time to give thanks to God
before a meal is a simple, easy
way to include prayer and
gratitude in our day. The month
of November includes so many
different aspects of who God is in
our worship life — we begin with

In sharing our “God
sightings,” in our prayers and
worship and service, we expect
Jesus to show up among us even
as we are waiting for his second
coming. We look around at the
state of our world, and we long
for Christ to come in his fullness.
Then, even amongst the suffering
and sickness of the world,
Thanksgiving reminds us to look
around and thank God for so
many gifts and blessings in the
mess of life. It’s a simple prayer
that many of us know by heart -
